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Each of our Teams is encouraged to undertake community service projects which, as a Scout Program on a
nationwide basis, have been chosen.  This enables uniformity nationwide, and provides strength of purpose and
draws additional attention to the endeavors we seek to support.

Each of our Teams is also encouraged to undertake local service projects of their own choosing.  This enables
each Team to develop relationships which offer additional pride since the choice of the undertaking is further
personalized.

* Partner with organizations who partner people with Guide, Hearing and Service Dogs
